	UNIT:  1.4 Composition and Improvisation

Music is a non-verbal way of communicating ideas and emotions.
Music is a universal language reaching all cultures and corners of the earth.
What is music?  How is music created?  What skills do I need to know to create music? Can anyone create music? Why does music need structure?  How do we improvise in our lives?  What is music improvisation? Why should I learn music?  
Understanding the elements and principles of music creates a common language to create, analyze and interpret music.

Understanding the structure of a musical composition and notation of music are necessary skills to write a music composition.

Music improvisation can be learned with knowledge of the elements and principles of music and with practice.
